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Using a 14~ Saw When Cutting Steel Studs:
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When cutting steel studs using a Metal Devil circular saw CSM14MB, or any other circular saw, and a
14~ Metal Devil Stud Cutter CSM1481STC, here are tips for proper use that promote safety on the work site,

maximize blade life, allow for greater productivity.

TIPS FOR HOLDING WORK MATERIAL:
e Use the Saw Vice to hold the work material in place.
¢ Never use your hands to hold the work material in place.
You could be seriously injured.
e Hands Off! (See Fig. A & B)

Ear and eye protection must be worn while performing this cutting operation.

NESTING AND POSITIONING TIPS:

e \est the steel studs to allow the vice the
best grip on the work piece. Steel studs
are very flexible and this will allow a
strong, secure grip for the cut.
If only cutting one piece, use a scrap piece
(same stud material) for support and slide it
behind the cut.

e For safer cutting and longer blade life, nest
your work materials in this manner: (Fig. ¢ & D)

e Never cut single studs in the
“Open Channel Down” position.

Do not cut less than 17 off the end of a steel stud.

¢ Do not try to cut too many studs at once. If you
are bundle cutting (cutting more than two studs
at once), a fixture must be used to securely hold
the studs while cutting (Fig. E)
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
